1. Describe the geographic service area covered by the local plan:

The Madera-Mariposa SELPA geographic service area covers the geographic boundaries of all
local education agencies (LEAs) located within Madera and Mariposa Counties. These LEAs
include: Alview-Dairyland Union School District, Bass Lake Joint Union School District;
Chawanakee Unified School District, Chowchilla Elementary School District, Chowchilla Union
High School District, Ezequiel Tafoya Alvarado Academy Charter; Golden Valley Unified School
District, Madera County Superintendent of Schools, Madera Unified School District, Mariposa
County Office of Education, Mariposa Unified School District, Raymond-Knowles Union School
District, Sherman Thomas Charter Schools, Western Sierra Charter Schools, and Yosemite
Unified School District.

2. Describe the SELPA regional governance and administrative structure of the local plan.
Clearly define the roles and structure of a multi-LEA governing body, or single LEA
administration as applicable:

The Madera-Mariposa regional governance and administrative structure of the local plan
consists of a superintendents' governance council (SC). The SC is composed

of a superintendent (district or county) and charter director representing each LEA within the
MaderaMariposa SELPA and the Administrative Unit Superintendent.

The SC ensures that all provisions of the Local Plan are implemented within the LEAs in the
SELPA by providing direction to the SELPA Administrator regarding the implementation,
administration, and operation of the Local Plan. This includes ensuring equal access to
programs and services for all individuals with special needs within the SELPA.

The SC provides leadership for cooperative action among LEAs pertaining to the coordination of
the implementation, administration, and operation of the Madera-Mariposa Special Education
Local Plan.
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Each member on the SC is entitled to one vote. Each vote to which a member LEA is
entitled may be cast only if in physical attendance.

A 50% plus one majority of member LEAs must be present in order to form a quorum and take
action on any item.

The SC shall hold at least four (4) public meetings annually according to the Brown Act
requirements to receive and take action on information or business related to special education
and the administration of the Madera-Mariposa SELPA.

The initial SC chairperson in 2012 was designated as the SC member with the most seniority
within the SC. The next senior member will assist as the vice-chairperson. The vice-chairperson
will act in the absence of the chairperson. Rotation of the chairperson will follow based on
seniority. Terms will consist of two years. When a member exits the SELPA, the replacing
member will be added to the rotation schedule at the end of the schedule. The initial chairperson
rotation schedule required a majority vote of the SC.

The Administrator for the SELPA will serve as the Executive Secretary to the SC and will
provide staff assistance to the SC.

The SC shall act to establish operational procedures and make decisions on any matters
regarding administration and operation of special education programs in accordance with the
intent of the Local Plan.

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out a wide range of responsibilities to assist in overall services to students receiving special
education.

- Recognize the importance of students with disabilities receiving as rigorous, high quality,
researched based education as their nondisabled peers in alignment with the Common Core
State Standards.

- Provide parents with access to the Madera-Mariposa SELPA Parent Handbook, upon referral
of each child to special education.

adopted pursuant to the provisions of Government Code 87300.

Designated-employees-Individuals holding designated positions, including board
members, shall file their statements of economic interests with the Madera County

Superintendent of Schools. The Superintendent or designee shall make and retain copies
of all statements and make them available for public inspection and reproduction, pursuant
to Government Code Section 81008. The originals shall be forwarded to the code
reviewing body. For governing board members and for County Superintendent, the
Madera County Board of Supervisors Chief Clerk of the Board is the filing officer.

Filing officer for designated employees of the Madera County Superintendent of Schools
Office of Education is the Senior Executive Assistant/Public Information Officer, Madera
County Superintendent of Schools. The code reviewing body is the Madera County Board
of Supervisors.

Conflict of Interest Code MCOEP AR 2305

The designated employees of the Madera County Superintendent of Schools (MCSOS)
and the Madera County Board of Education members shall adhere to the financial
disclosure requirements of the MCSOS Office of Education Conflict of Interest Code
adopted pursuant to Government Code 87300. The following disclosure categories are
to guide individuals in the determination of conflict.

Disclosure Categories

An investment, business position, interest in real property, or source of income is
reportable if the business entity in which the investment or business position is held, the
interest in real property, or the income or source of income may foreseeable be affected
materially by any decision made or participated in by the designated employee by virtue of
the employee’s position.

Disclosure Category No. 1
e Designated employees in Category No. 1 must report all investments, business
positions in, and income from sources located in or doing business in the
jurisdiction. Interests in real property located in the jurisdiction, including property
located within a two mile radius of the jurisdiction or of any property owned or
used by the agency.

Disclosure Category No. 2
e Designated employees in Category No. 2 must report all investments, business
positions in, and income from sources which provide services, supplies,
materials, machinery or equipment of the type utilized by the agency.

Example: Purchasing Agent

Disclosure Category 3
e Designated employees in Category No. 3 must report all investments, business
positions in, and income from sources which provide services, supplies,
materials, machinery or equipment of the type utilized by the specified area of
responsibility.

School Reopening Plan. Madera County is now in the red tier. Even though the plan is
not currently needed to open schools, Dr. Massetti felt it would not be a bad idea to
move forward with the adoption just in case the county moves back into purple. From
the COVID data, it appears Madera may be in the orange tier by April 20. Tricia
Protzman worked with the Leadership team and Joe Casarez to develop the Reopening
Plan.

Mr. Vived stated COVID numbers in the northeast part of the United States is going up
again with a new variant of the virus. He asked who will decide if districts will close if
Madera returns to the purple tier.

Dr. Massetti explained that if MCSOS opens in red, it would not need to close down
completely if Madera returns to the purple tier. Mrs. Protzman added that Madera
County would not shelter in place. MCSOS is in a position with personal protective
equipment (PPE) to maintain safety when students return. The Early Education Center
(EEC) has been in operation since July and has had three COVID cases. A student and
an instruction assistant came to school feeling ill. They were isolated and those
classrooms were closed for two weeks. The rooms were sanitized. There was no cross
contamination and no other individuals contracted COVID. Several other classes have
opened since and there have been no cases. When a COVID case is confirmed,
MCSOS is obligated to notify Public Health. Public Health makes the determination of
whether the classroom should be closed. An outbreak is three cases or more in a 14-
day period. There is a statewide school portal for contact tracing.

Mr. Vived asked about COVID rapid testing. Mrs. Protzman explained that testing is part
of the reopening plan. For on demand testing MCSOS refers individuals to public health.
The antigen test is the rapid test. It informs MCSOS if there is a COVID positive case.
Regardless of the test, individuals are quarantined if they have symptoms. The test
cannot be given without parent permission. The cost has gone down considerably. They
were $115 originally and some have come down to $5.

Mrs. Loveland asked about the change in social distancing requirements to three feet.
Mrs. Protzman stated six feet is still the preferred distance, however it is very limiting.
With added layers of PPE, three feet was considered and determined to be an
acceptable distance by the Centers for Disease Control (CDC).

Dr. Massetti added that some staff members need to be much closer than three feet,
such as one-on-one assistants and for medical procedures. Those staff members, use
masks, face shields, gloves, and gowns, which allow them to be in close proximity to
students.

Mr. Padilla asked if there is a limitation regarding classroom capacity. Mr. Cogan said
that Opie Riar has a program that measures the square feet in the room and determines
how many people can be in that room. Those calculations have been completed for all
MCSOS classrooms and there is a limit to the number of people depending on the size
of the classroom.
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Dr. Massetti said EEC used visual cues for preschoolers. They used three foot hula-
hoops and blue tape on the floor to show students what their space looked like.

Mrs. Bustos asked if it is mandatory for students to return to in-person instruction. Mrs.
Protzman stated that students have an option for the remainder of this school year:
return to in-person instruction or continue with distance learning. Ms. Drake stated
surveys have been completed by parents and approximately 70% of students will be
returning. For the time being, technology assigned to students will remain at home so
that if a classroom needs to be closed, students can still connect with their classrooms.

Mr. Vived asked if isolation rooms are needed and if staff is available to cover that
room. Ms. Drake said isolation rooms have been established for each site, including
this building and staff members have been assigned to monitor the rooms when they
are needed.

Mr. Cogan informed the group that staff have received PPE three times this year: hand
sanitizer, masks, and face shields (for those that want them). Now, staff will be receiving
PPE for when students return: hand sanitizer, thermometers, goggles, sani-wipes,
vindicator, shields, gowns, etc. Approximately 15 foggers are available and a fogging
schedule has been developed to fog classrooms between groups. Face shields with
drapes have been purchased for individuals that have health issues, such as asthma.
For the deaf and hard of hearing classes, masks with a clear center were purchased so
that students can see the instructor’'s mouth. Plexiglass dividers have been installed
where needed and portable systems have been given to itinerant staff. Bus drivers
have a health screening survey and thermometers to screen students before they get
on the bus. They also have iPads with the survey recorded in Spanish that they can
play for Spanish speaking families. An informational training for parents has been
completed. Parents have received packets that include an affirmation form and general
COVID information such as symptoms. The COVID flyers were obtained from the CDC
website. A thermal scanner was purchased for Gould to be used as a secondary
screening measure. It has the ability to measure up to eight people at a time. Mr. Vived
stated staff has done amazing work in organizing the Reopening Plan. He was really
impressed. The Board thanked staff for their work.

Joe Vived moved to adopt the School Reopening Plan to Provide In-person Instruction,
seconded by Zimri Padilla and carried by unanimous vote.
