Background:
The attached Second Interim Report was prepared based on the 
following assumptions: 


1. LCFF and Special Education Revenue continues to be
conservatively presented. ADA is based on 20-21 P-1 certifications
which were just certified by the state a few weeks ago. These
numbers are derived from our last official ADA calculations submitted
with data prior to the Covid-19 outbreak. Special Education is
budgeted to remain flat and Alternative Education/Charter ADA is
budgeted to return to prior Covid-19 numbers in two out years.
COLA is budgeted at 0% for 20-21, 3.84% for 21-22 and 2.98% for
22-23.


2. All Special Education Classes are operating with small cohorts at
some locations distance learning at others. There continue to be
openings in hard to fill positions such as Nurse, Psychologist, and
Deaf/Hard of Hearing Teacher. The Second Interim Report reflects
contracting for these hard to fill positions from outside agencies.


3. PERS and STRS rates were increased to meet the required rates for
20-21, 21-22 and 22-23.  STRS rates used are 16.15%, 15.92%, and
18.0%.  PERS rates used are 20.7%, 23.0%, and 26.3%. The
cumulative increase for the three years is budgeted to be
approximately $819,528.


4. Local and State revenue budgets have been updated to reflect
updated grant and local funding amounts. ESSER II funds

5. (Coronavirus Response and Relief Supplemental Appropriations Act, 2021 -
Elementary and Secondary School Relief Fund) have not been included in the 
budget at this point due to preliminary allocations were just recently announced. 


6. Step and Column increases are budgeted to increase by 1.5% 


7. Differentiated Assistance is budgeted to increase by $200,000 due to using the 
now certified P-1 amounts. 


The current Projected Budget shows an increase to the Unrestricted General Fund 
ending balance for 20-21 of $96,161.  The budget change raises our Net Increase 
in Fund Balance from $1,027,891 to $1,124,052. The change is due to an increase 
of approximately $200,000 for differentiated assistance funding, a reduction in 
contributions to Restricted Programs by approximately $125,000 and an expense 
increase of approximately $230,000 made up of Services & Supplies due to 
budgeting parking lot repairs, air conditioning repairs and building painting. 


The current Restricted Budget Projections show an increase in Restricted General 
Fund Ending Fund balance of $396,605 from the previously approved budget. This 
change is mainly due to recognizing additional revenues in Federal and Local 
categories. 


We are projecting to maintain at least the minimum required reserve level in the 
current and next two years.  Retiree Benefits liability, STRS and PERS increases, 
and COLA barely covering the cost of Steps and Columns remain problematic for 
us.

8.0.5 Consideration Review and Accept 2019-2020 Audit Report 
Ms. Kline stated no written or verbal comments were submitted for this agenda item. 
 
Christina Zakarian of Borchardt, Corona, Faeth & Zakarian CPA presented the audit 
report to the Board.  Ms. Zakarian noted she was lead auditor this year.  The audit has 
been submitted to State.  The State will review the audit report and send an acceptance 
letter.  They are behind.  The letter will likely be sent sometime in the summer.  Ms. 
Zakarian highlighted the following pages of the audit report. 
 
Page 1: This is the outcome of the financial portion of the audit, which outlines the 
opinion of the auditor.  
 
Page 3 - Management Discussion and Analysis: This page shows a comparison of the 
prior year and the audit numbers.  
 
Page 5: Table 1 shows the net position of MCSOS.  The total shows a deficit of 
approximately $14 million.  The proportionate share of STRS/PERS makes everything 
flip flop.  This is not a cash deficit.  The deficit is due to the need to show the liability on 
the books.  Cash has decreased relating to the liabilities being paid.   
 
Page 7 - Table 4 titled Governmental Funds Balances and Activity shows a decrease of 
$2,025,600 from last year’s ending fund balance.    
 
Page 8 – Table 5 Capital Assets and Table 6 Long-Term Debt:  These are categories 
that are not traditionally on financials.  They detail the long-term debt and show that the 
Certifications of Participation (COP) are being paid down.  
 
Page 55 – General Funds:  This page outlines the activities and trends over the last 
three years.  The average daily attendance is 360.  The Available Reserves are above 
the State recommended 3%.  
 
Mrs. DeWall added that finance officers recommend a 17% reserve to cover the 
operating expenditures of at least two months. 
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Page 65:  LEA’s should submit a final report of its project expenditures to the California 
Energy Commission within 15 months of completion.  The report for Enterprise 
Secondary School should have been filed on September 19, 2019.  However, the 
external energy manager filed the report on May 27, 2020.  By not filing the report on 
time, MCSOS is out of compliance with Proposition 39 guidelines.  The auditor 
recommended and MCSOS agreed that when contracting with external agencies 
MCSOS should ensure that the external agency files completion reports on time. 
 
Page 67: This page is a follow-up on prior year findings.  There were no similar issues 
in the current year.  
 
Ms. Zakarian commented that her firm appreciates working with the staff at MCSOS.  
The audit ran smoothly. 
 
Mr. Vived noted on page 63 there was a deficiency of internal control.  It looks like there 
was a teacher teaching a subject she was not credentialed to teach.  Were there other 
issues.    
 
Ms. Zakarian stated there were no issues.  What Mr. Vived referred to is a definition 
defining what a deficiency is.  If a deficiency was found it would be reported.   
 
President Soares, Jr. asked if the actuarial study for the retiree obligation is completed 
annually or every two years.  
 
Ms. Zakarian explained the requirement is every two years.
