Background:

Section 53646 of the Government Code requires the chief fiscal officer of
each local agency to provide to the governing board a report of
investments, on a quarterly basis. However, if all of an agency’s funds
are placed in the county treasury, Local Agency Investment Fund (LAIF)
or an FDIC-insured bank account, the most recent statement received
from these institutions will suffice. If an agency has any other
investments, additional reporting is required.

Following its 2020 Investment Policy, all Madera County Superintendent
of Schools funds are deposited in the Madera County Treasury, including
the proceeds of the tax revenue anticipation notes (TRAN) program,
when MCSOS participates. Therefore, we have attached a copy of the
latest monthly investment report from the Madera County Co-Mingled
Investment Pool which includes its most recent list of investments.

The County Treasurer-Tax Collector’s investments continue to provide
as favorable a rate of return as can be expected in the current financial
market. The current rate of return is 0.57%, compared to last year’s rate
of return of 2.16% for the same time period, a decrease by 1.59%.

Background:

Article XIIl, Section 36 of the California Constitution requires that, school
districts, county offices of education, and community college districts determine
how the moneys received from the Education Protection Account are spent
within their schools, provided that the governing board makes the spending
determinations in an open session of a public meeting.

The passage of Proposition 30 in November 6, 2012, established Article
XIlll, Section 36 of the California Constitution, and the Education Protection
Account (EPA). Local Education Agencies are required to determine how the
EPA funds are spent in a public meeting each year. Funds shall not be used for
the salaries and benefits of administrators or any other administrative costs.
Proposition 30 sun set was on 12/31/2017 and with the passage of Proposition
55 on November 8, 2016, all requirements established under Proposition 30
transferred to Proposition 55.

Pursuant to the annual requirement for board action prior to the adoption
of the budget, with actual EPA apportionments not certified until later in the
2020-2021 fiscal year, LEAs must estimate EPA revenue. The EPA revenue for
2021-2022 for Madera County Superintendent of Schools is estimated to be
$15,974 for Pioneer Technical Center $619,329 and Madera County
Independent Academy the estimate is $136,963. In all three settings, this
funding will be used to fund direct instructional services, such as instructional
salaries and benefits.

Controller shall transfer the amount calculated into the Education Protection
Account within ten days preceding the end of the fiscal year; and

WHEREAS, all monies in the Education Protection Account are hereby
continuously appropriated for the support of school districts, county offices of
education, charter schools and community college districts; and

WHEREAS, monies deposited in the Education Protection Account shall not be used
to pay any costs incurred by the Legislature, the Governor or any agency of state
government; and

WHEREAS, a community college district, county office of education, school
district, or charter school shall have the sole authority to determine how the monies
received from the Education Protection Account are spent in the school or schools
within its jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, the County Board of Education shall make the spending determinations

WHEREAS, the monies received from the Education Protection Account shall not
be used for salaries or benefits for administrators or any other administrative cost;

L. The monies received from the Education Protection Account shall be spent
as required by Article XIII, Section 36 and the spending determinations on how the money
will be spent shall be made in open session of a public meeting of the Madera County

Board of Education.

2. In compliance with Article XIII, Section 36(e), with the California
Constitution, the Madera County Board of Education has determined to spend the estimated
$15,974 monies received by Madera County Superintendent of Schools, the estimated
$619,329 monies received by Pioneer Technical Center, and the estimated $136,963 monies
received by Madera County Independent Academy in 2021-2022 from the Education
Protection Act in Local Control Funding Formula to fund direct instructional services.

Plan Descriptions

A description of how parents, teachers, and school staff were involved in the development of the plan.

As part of the Career and Alternative Educational Services (CAES) division, Pioneer Technical Center has many avenues on how to
communicate effectively with students, parents and Madera County community, to receive valuable input and feedback that helps in guiding
the program. PTC utilizes phone calls, in-person contacts and Zoom meetings to reach out to provide instruction and support for students.
Parents are given frequent opportunities to provide input and feedback through the Parent Square application, Parent Advisory Committee
(PAC) meetings, informal "Coffee with the Principal" as well as School Site Council (SSC) and the English Language Advisory Committee
(ELAC). Teachers are involved in weekly professional growth and development with their respective Program Directors. Teachers attend
Zoom Professional Learning Community (PLC) meetings to review and disaggregate student achievement data, social-emotional training and
monitor student progress.

To develop the Expanded Learning Opportunities Grant Plan for Pioneer Technical Center, input, along with data analysis, was provided and
reviewed for this process. Input groups included parents, teachers and school staff who were involved in the development of this plan by
including them in designated input and feedback meetings. These meetings were scheduled and conducted on the following days: PTC,
MCIA and MCSOS (Endeavor/Voyager) met in a Zoom PLC format on Friday, 4/16/21 from 7:30 - 9:00 a.m. During this PLC, the description
of the grant was presented, along with the components of the Extended Learning Opportunity Grant (ELOG) by Program Director Alan
Macedo. Parent Advisory Committee (PAC) meetings from the three sites (PTC, MCIA and MCSOS - Endeavor / Voyager) were provided
the opportunity for input in the development of the plan, on Monday, 4/19/21 from 9:00 - 10:00 a.m., via Zoom link and again on Monday
4/26/21 from 3:00 - 4:00 p.m. The Parent Advisory Committee meetings were invited via Parent Square / Parent outreach program in both
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English and Spanish. Additional community input was solicited during a specially scheduled CAES SSC and ELAC meeting; both held on
Tuesday 4/20/21, from 1:00 - 2:00 p.m. and 2:00 - 3:00 p.m. respectively.

A description of how students will be identified and the needs of students will be assessed.

Students at Pioneer Technical Center are identified for their needs in many ways. As students enroll into the program, they receive a
transcript review and analysis by the CAES counseling department. During this evaluation, it is determined exactly what students need in
terms of recovery to get back on track for graduation or, in many cases, get reclassified in accordance with their actual grade level. Students
are then placed appropriately into the classes they require to maintain a necessary schedule of courses. For academic assessment, students
take an initial diagnostic exam in ELA and Math, using the i-Ready program. This diagnostic test gives teachers essential information on
students' current curricular strengths and weaknesses as they enter the program. This information is also essential in placing the student
appropriately into necessary interventions that address any subskill weaknesses.

Homeless students are identified, primarily, at enrollment, via an enroliment form, as well as the Residency Questionnaire that all families
submit. Additionally, students may also be identified by teachers and other school staff, throughout the year as a student’s living situation
may change at any time. Once a student is identified as meeting the homeless student criteria, students are input appropriately in Power
School and uploaded into CALPADS. Foster Youth are primarily identified through a weekly CALPADS match report generated at the state
level between Child Welfare Services and CDE/CALPADS. This report is updated and accessible on a weekly basis through CALPADS.
Foster Youth may also be identified at the time of enroliment, on the application as well as through conversation during the orientation (same
applies or homeless). CAES uses Foster Focus, an almost statewide, foster youth database. CAES partners with the Department of Social
Services (DSS) on this system. DSS conducts a weekly upload of information into Foster Focus. This helps to potentially capture any
missed students during the state level match. Because the state match is not 100%, Foster Focus provides another layer to ensure student
identification. Also, as students from local districts enroll in CAES programs, district Foster and Homeless Youth liaisons often notify CAES
staff as soon as they become aware that they students be coming to PTC. Ongoing communication with district liaisons has proven
extremely beneficial as we identify both homeless and foster youth. English Learners (EL) students as well as Students with Disabilities
(SWD) are also identified through CALPADS before the student enrolls in programs.

Students identified for further support, based on academic grade-level scores from i-Ready mid-year assessments in both ELA and Math
(see attached). Based on results of the i-Ready data in ELA, PTC Madera growth is very minimal with the following results:12% to 16% from
test #1 showed a 4% increase for students on grade level, a 2% decrease from 21% to 19% in students 1-year below grade level and a slight
decrease from 67% to 64% in students 2+years below grade level. While grade-level growth was small, it was positive given grade-level
proficiency increased.

PTC Chowchilla results (see attached) were initially higher at 10% on grade level for the first assessment. However, grade level proficiency
dropped to 6% on the second assessment. PTC Chowchilla students scoring 1+ years below grade level increased from 24% to 27% below
grade level, but students below grade level proficiency by 2+years, maintained a 67% rate of not passing. These data points conclude that
2/3 of all students are significantly below grade level and are in need of increased instructional time and accelerated intervention.

Specific to Math, PTC Madera showed very little on-grade level growth from assessment #1 to #2 with a 1% gain form 7% to 8%. Students
testing 1+year below grade level dropped 7% from 13% to 6%, but added that difference to the 2+years below grade level students from 80%
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to 86%. PTC Chowchilla showed a 2% growth in both on-grade level, 7% to 9%, and 1+year below grade level from 9% to 6%, in 2+years
below grade level with a reduction of students being 2+years below grade from 90% to 81%. This gain is noteworthy, given the first 6 months
of instruction was distance learning. However, these 86% and 81% levels are very high percentages of students 2+years below grade level in
Math, and illustrates the need for accelerated interventions to close the Mathematics achievement gap for PTC students.

A description of how parents and guardians of students will be informed of the opportunities for supplemental instruction and support.

PTC staff members communicate with students for their independent studies appointments on a weekly basis. Teachers also consult with
parents on specific concerns regarding attendance and grades, as needed. When PTC staff identify students in need of academic support,
credit recovery or social-emotional support, staff members will convey concerns to parents and guardians, along with potential supports
through the PTC program. Families may also be informed of the opportunities for supplemental instruction and support via Parent Square,

phone calls and mailers home.

A description of the LEA’s plan to provide supplemental instruction and support.

PTC will plan to provide supplemental instruction and support though Extended / expanded learning time, Social-Emotional Support
Opportunities for students, trainings for certificated and classified staff and possibly include an extended Odysseyware Program for credit
recovery. For supplemental instruction and support though extended / expanded learning time, additional supplemental instructional days for
staff; both certificated and classified, and students will be considered prior to the start of the 2021-2022 school year. The objectives for this
additional time are assessing current student academic levels and needs, providing additional support and instruction, as well as formulating
plans for individual students to address their needs. Staff would engage in professional development and training on various instructional
strategies, including engaging students and families in addressing students’ social-emotional health and academic needs. In addition to this
teacher training and professional development, optional Saturday trainings may be offered to both certificated and classified staff. Training
topics may include engagement strategies and student social-emotional and academic needs. PTC may also provide additional services for
students to address student learning loss in the core areas of ELA and Math. Additional student supports may include contracting with
outside Mental Health and Wellness agencies to provide behavioral and social-emotional support.

Plan Descriptions

A description of how parents, teachers, and school staff were involved in the development of the plan.

The Madera County Independent Academy (MCIA) has many avenues on how to communicate effectively with students, parents and Madera
County community to receive valuable input and feedback that helps in guiding the program. MCIA utilizes in-person meetings and Zoom
lessons to reach out to provide instruction and support the students. Parents are given frequent opportunities to provide input and feedback
through the Parent Square application, Parent Advisory Committee (PAC) meetings, informal "Coffee with the Principal" as well as School
Site Council (SSC) and the English Language Advisory Committee (ELAC). Teachers are involved in weekly professional growth and
development with their respective Program Directors. Teachers attend Zoom Professional Learning Community (PLC) meetings to review
and disaggregate student achievement data, social-emotional training and monitor student progress.

Parents, teachers and school staff were involved in the development of the Extended Learning Opportunity Grant (ELOG) plan by including
these stakeholders in designated input / feedback meetings scheduled on the following days: School Sites - MCIA, PTC and MCSOS
(Endeavor / Voyager) met in a PLC Zoom format on Friday, 4/16/21 from 7:30 - 9:00 a.m. During this PLC, the description of the ELOG grant
was presented by Program Director, Alan Macedo, along with the components of the grant. Parent Advisory Committees (PAC) from each of
the three sites, MCIA, PTC and MCSOS (Endeavor / Voyager) were invited to the opportunity for input and development of the plan on Zoom
meetings held Monday, 4/19/21 from 9:00 - 10:00 a.m. All CAES Parents were notified of the PAC meetings via Parent Square
communication application in English and Spanish. Additional site input was conducted during specially scheduled CAES SSC and ELAC
meetings, held Tuesday 4/20/21, from 1:00 - 2:00 p.m. and 2:00 - 3:00 p.m. respectively.
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A description of how students will be identified and the needs of students will be assessed.

Students at MCIA are identified for their needs in many ways. For academic assessment, students take an initial diagnostic exam in ELA
and Math, using the i-Ready program. This diagnostic test gives teachers essential information on students' current curricular strengths and
weaknesses as they enter our program. This information is also critical in placing the student appropriately into necessary interventions that
address any subskill weaknesses. In addition, student records are reviewed to determine necessary supports and accommodations.
Students are then assigned to a teacher by grade level.

Homeless students will be identified, primarily, at enroliment, via an enroliment form, as well as the residency questionnaire that all families
submit. Additionally, students may also be identified by teachers and other school staff, throughout the year as a student’s living situation
may change at any time. Once a student is identified as meeting the homeless criteria, student data is entered appropriately in Power
School and uploaded into CALPADS. Foster Youth are primarily identified through a weekly CALPADS match report generated at the state
level between Child Welfare Services and CDE/CALPADS. This report is updated and accessible on a weekly basis through CALPADS.
Foster Youth may also be identified at the time of enrollment, on the application as well as through conversation during the orientation (the
same is true for homeless youth). In Madera County, we also use Foster Focus; a near statewide foster youth database. CAES partners
with the Department of Social Services (DSS) on this system. DSS then conducts a weekly upload of information into Foster Focus. This
helps to potentially capture any missed students during the state level match. Because the state match is not 100%, Foster Focus provides
another layer to ensure identification. Also, as students from local districts enroll in our program, Madera County Foster and Homeless Youth
liaisons often notify MCIA staff as soon as possible. Ongoing communication with district liaisons has proven extremely beneficial as we
identify both homeless and foster youth. English Learners (EL) students as well as Students with Disabilities (SWD) are also identified
through CALPADS before the student enrolls in our programs.

Students will also be identified for the Extended Learning Opportunity Grant (ELOG) based on their academic performance from their i-Ready
assessments in ELA and Math (see attachments). Based on the comparative data results of MCIA students from i-Ready diagnostics #1 to
#2, administered in August 2020 and January 2021, data in ELA indicates MCIA students continue to struggle in the areas of Vocabulary,
Comprehension, Literature and Comprehension of Informational Text. However, MCIA students (with 57/64 = 89%) tested on the second
assessment, showed a 16% gain from 12% on exam #1 to 28% on exam #2 for students performing on grade level. Further, a reduction of
Level 2, students (1+year below grade level) from 35% to 26%; illustrating a 9% reduction in this tier. Finally, MCIA students showed a
reduction of 8% from 54% to 46% of all students 2+years below grade level. In Math, MCIA students showed an 8% growth on grade level
from 8% to 16%, a 6% growth from 26% to 32% in students 1-year below grade level and a 13% gain in students closing the 2+years below
grade level gap, from 66% to 53%. As this growth shows significant gains of 46% in ELA and 53% of MCIA students in Math remaining 2+
years below grade level. Therefore, it must be a recognized that adequate, direct intervention and learning acceleration must be implemented
to close the achievement gap for the remainder of students not performing at grade level.

MCIA staff members communicate with students for individual independent studies appointments on a weekly basis. Teachers also consult
with parents specific to concerns with attendance and grades, on a regular basis. When MCIA staff identifies students in need of academic or
social-emotional support, they will convey concerns to parents and guardians, along with potential supports through the MCIA program.

Plan Descriptions

A description of how parents, teachers, and school staff were involved in the development of the plan.

The Gould Educational Center services students from the nine different school districts and three Charter Schools that make up Madera
County in regionalized programs for students with moderated to severe disabilities. Students with identified special needs from
preschool to age 22 participate in the Gould Educational Center programs. These students are served in Special Day Classes at
various locations including regular education school sites and a center based educational site. The students served by the Gould
Educational Center may have severe cognitive disabilities, significant emotional and behavioral needs, or may be students who are
deaf/hard of hearing. For the majority of the students, academic achievement is measured by the California Alternate Assessment
(CAA) as well as their progress and attainment of individual goals and objectives developed by their Individualized Education Plan
(IEP). In addition to their specialized academic instruction, students often receive additional designated services such as
speech/language therapy, occupational therapy, deaf/hard of hearing services, services for the visually impaired, orientation and
mobility services, specialized health care, behavior intervention services and adapted physical education.
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Throughout the 2020-2021 school year, Madera County Superintendent of Schools (MCSOS) has engaged various stakeholders to
discuss providing instructional support and intervention.

During the course of distance learning parents played an integral part of their child’s education. Throughout the school closures due to
the COVID-19 pandemic communication with families has increased greatly. The students served by MCSOS require high levels of
support as they have accessed distance learning. Many teachers met weekly with parents and students to discuss student needs and
progress. Each student also had a distance learning plan which was revisited with families periodically to address student needs and
progress. In addition to the frequent informal meetings, each student has an annual IEP meeting in which the team comes together to
review present levels, past and future goals as well as the services needed to address those goals. As appropriate students also attend
their IEP as a vital member of the team. MCSOS also held multiple School Site Counsel meetings to discuss both COIVD and non-
COVID related topics.

Program Directors or Administrator meetings are held at least monthly and others are scheduled as needed. Program Directors
schedule regular meetings with their instructional staff regularly throughout the year as well. MCSOS has also meet with their collective
bargaining units, both classified and certificated, multiple times throughout the 2020-2021 school year.

The Expanded Learning Opportunities Grant Plan was approved by the Madera County Board of Education on May 11, 2021.

A description of how students will be identified and the needs of students will be assessed.

All of the students that MCSOS serves are students with disabilities. MCSOS will also identify students who are low-income students,
English learners, foster youth and homeless students based on enrollment and school records, demographic data, and staff or family
input. MCSOS will identify students who have been disengaged during the COVID-19 school closure, students who may be at risk of
abuse, neglect, or exploitation, student who are below grade level, including but not limited to those who are credit-deficient students,
high school students at risk of not graduating, and student who may need additional social-emotional support upon returning to in-
person instruction or any other students identified by certificated staff. The student identified will be given priority to receive the
expanded learning programs. Program Directors or Administrators will work with their certificated staff to identified the needs of
students in their various programs.

As mentioned previously, parents play a vital role in their child’s IEP which outlines the present levels of student, their current and future
goals as well as the services needed for the student to receive educational benefit. As partners in the educational process, parents
provide additional information about their child during annual and triennial meetings. As students return to in-person learning IEP teams
will be meeting to develop a student plan to address any loss of skills or lack of progress cause by the COVID-19 school closure.

In addition to measuring student progress and or lack of progress with regard to IEP team developed goals, MCSOS uses the Student
Annual Needs Determination Inventory (SANDI) to assess many of the students in the moderate/severe special day classes. The
SANDI is and assessment that has been specifically designed to assess students with intellectual disabilities. Using the SANDI
teachers are able to identify areas of strength and need, which are aligned to the current state standards and supports the development
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of IEP goals and objectives. During the 2020-2021 school year teachers attended additional SANDI training to enhance their knowledge
of the assessment so they are better able to utilize the program in assessing the needs of their students. For the students MCSOS
serves who do not have significant cognitive delays, MCSOS plans to utilizing many different measures to assess student learning loss
and regression. To assess academic learning loss, MCSOS will utilize an online curriculum, such as I-Ready and Reading A to Z, which
have embedded assessments that produce reports for learning levels and instructional levels and scale the learning bands based on
the students independent and instructional levels. Some classes will also use a simplified ACES, Adverse Childhood Experiences,
screening to flag any larger traumatic events that may require more intensive counseling services and interventions.

Classrooms will also be collecting anecdotal data specific to student needs. Observational data is especially helpful when a student a
behavioral concern. If the student elopes from class, data is taken on what time of date the elopement occurs and what the class was
doing when the student eloped from class. The observational data also allows staff to see where students are challenged; especially in
the area of social/emotional regulation. This data is then analyzed and the IEP team looks for trends and possibly works with the
behavior specialist on how to address this issue with the student.

MCSOS provides services to student with an emotional disturbance and social-emotional supports are built into the foundation of the
program. Classroom teachers work closely with school psychologists and counselors to assess and meet the needs of their students.
The need for social-emotional support as students return to campus is a priority for MCSOS, recently Second Step curriculum has been
purchased to provide additional tools to teachers as they try to meet the growing needs of their students. MCSOS also plans to provide
additional teacher training to support the use of the new Second Step materials.

A description of how parents and guardians of students will be informed of the opportunities for supplemental instruction and support.

As mentioned above all of the students served by MCSOS under the Gould Educational Center CDS code are identified as students
with a disability and IEP teams will be discussing student progress during the COVID-19 school closure and the impact it has had on
the student. IEP teams will also be discussing an individualized plan to address any learning loss or lack of progress. Students
identified as low-income students, English learners, foster youth and homeless students, disengaged during the COVID-19 school
closure and student who may need additional social-emotional support. The student identified will be given priority to participate in the
various expanded learning opportunity programs being offered. MCSOS communicates with families on a regular basis and has worked
diligently to maintain open and frequent communication through out the COVID-19 school closure. Communication will continue via
phone calls, emails, traditional mailings, and if need home visits. MCSOS also has plans to begin the implementation of Parent Square
organization wide in the very near future.

A description of the LEA’s plan to provide supplemental instruction and support.

The supplemental instruction and support will be prioritized for students who have been identified as low-income students, English
learners, foster youth and homeless students, students with disabilities, students at risk of abuse, neglect, or exploitation, disengaged
during the COVID-19 school closure, students who are below grade level, credit-deficient student, high school students at risk of not
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graduating, and student who may need additional social-emotional support. MCSOS will continue to offer an extended school year for
students as mandated in a students IEP at the conclusion of the 2020-2021 school year. The expanded learning opportunities plan will
include, but may not be limited to the follow instruction and support strategies. Again, the students MCSOS serves are students with
moderate to severe disabilities and the supplemental instruction and support will need to be individualized to meet the student’s unique
needs and circumstances.

Additional supplemental instructional days for staff, both certificated and classified, and students would be considered. Possibly prior to
the start of the traditional 2021-2022 school year students will return to school for half days. The priority for this additional time is to
assess current student levels and needs, provide additional support and instruction as well as formulate plans for individual students to
address specific needs and goals outlined in the students’ IEP. In the afternoons staff would engage in professional development and
training on various strategies, including engaging students and families in addressing students’ social-emotional health and academic
needs.

In addition to the half days for teacher training and professional development, optional Saturday trainings may be offered to both
certificated and classified staff. Training topics may include a variety of topics including strategies to engage students and families in
addressing students’ social-emotional and academic needs. Trainings may vary between the various programs offered by MCSOS.

MCSOS also has plans to contract with temporary itinerant Student Support Specialists to provide additional services for students
above and beyond what it written into their IEP to address student learning loss in various areas such as language delay support and
both gross and fine motor support. Additional temporary itinerant Student Support Specialists may be contracted with to provide
integrated student support to address other barriers such as behavioral concerns and social-emotional supports to identified students.

Board member’s resignation.

Board member’s removal from office.

An incumbent shall be removed from his/her office if he/she ceases to be
an inhabitant of the trustee area which elected him/her.

The absence of the Board member from the state without the permission
required by law beyond the period allowed by law.

The Board member ceases to discharge the duties of his/her office for the
period of three (3) consecutive months, except when prevented by
sickness, or when absent from the state with the permission required by
law, or when otherwise excused by the Board.

Conviction of a felony or of any offense involving a violation of the Board
member’s official duties. A Board member shall be deemed to have been
convicted under this subdivision when trial court judgment is entered.
Refusal or neglect to file his/her required oath or bond within the time
prescribed.

The decision of a competent tribunal declaring void the Board member’s
election or appointment.

The making of an order vacating the Board member’s office or declaring
his/her office vacant when he/she fails to furnish an additional or
supplemental bond.

Commitment of a Board member to a hospital or sanitarium by a court of
competent jurisdiction as a drug addict, dipsomaniac, inebriate, or
stimulant addict. The office shall not be deemed vacant until the order of
commitment has become final.

8.3 Consideration of the Madera-Mariposa Special Education Local Plan Area
(SELPA) Plan
Mrs. Pascale stated no written or verbal comments were submitted for this agenda item.

Dr. Massetti provided background information. The local SELPA is made up of two
counties: Madera and Mariposa. $22 million is allocated to this SELPA. Funds are
distributed on a funding formula to regional programs and to Local Educational
Agencies (LEAs). MCSOS provides moderate to severe disability services. LEAs
generally provide mild to moderate disability services.

The plan provided in the packet is the entire plan with parts that are updated at different
times. Part B of the plan states that the Governance Council approves the annual plan.
The local plan is adopted by the LEA boards every three years. Although CDE is not
requiring that Part B (most recently modified) be adopted by the LEAs, there are
Federal regulations mandating that it be adopted. For this reason the most up to date
version of the plan is being brought to the Board even though the dates in parts D and E
are different from part B.

Mr. Vived asked if inmates at the County jail are receiving MCSOS services through age
21. Mrs. Etheridge explained that students at the County jail do not usually qualify for
MCSOS services. They are served through Madera Unified. However, students at
Juvenile Hall are served by MCSOS.

Mr. Vived asked how many people serve on the Community Advisory Committee. Mrs.
Etheridge explained there are currently two people on the committee. MCSOS and
LEAs have reached out to families, but there is not a lot of interest. The plan is to bring
in special presentations that would be of interest to parents. The meetings will continue
to be offered virtually to make it easier for people to participate. She would also like
employers who hire students with special needs to get involved so that parents can see
that there are employment options for their children after that leave special education
programs.

Mrs. Loveland asked if Madera has always been a joint SELPA. Dr. Massetti stated she
knows that it has been a joint SELPA for at least the last 40 years. Mrs. Loveland stated
Merced would be a closer option for Mariposa. Dr. Massetti explained that it would
make sense for Mariposa to join Merced based on their funding formula. However,
Madera/Mariposa SELPA offers a federal sparsity factor in funding and it is financially
better for them to stay with the Madera/Mariposa SELPA.
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The government was supposed to fund special education at 40%. To date, they have
only funded at about 12%. The last two governors have reviewed the funding for special
education and found that it is not equitable. Currently, the goal is to fund every student
at a state average level of $650. Slowly, the funding is getting there. At the Federal
level, President Biden has stated special education will be funded at the level promised
in the future.
