Quarterly Report of Investments 


Backround: 
Section 53646 of the Government Code requires the chief fiscal officer of 
each local agency to provide to the governing board a report of 
investments, on a quarterly basis.  However, if all of an agency’s funds 
are placed in the county treasury, Local Agency Investment Fund (LAIF) 
or an FDIC-insured bank account, the most recent statement received 
from these institutions will suffice.  If an agency has any other 
investments, additional reporting is required. 


Following its 2019 Investment Policy, all Madera County Superintendent 
of Schools funds are deposited in the Madera County Treasury, including 
the proceeds of the tax revenue anticipation notes (TRAN) program, 
when MCSOS participates. Therefore, we have attached a copy of the 
latest monthly investment report from the Madera County Co-Mingled 
Investment Pool which includes its most recent list of investments. 


The County Treasurer-Tax Collector’s investments continue to provide 
as favorable a rate of return as can be expected in the current financial 
market.  The current rate of return is 2.16% and favorable to last year’s 
rate of return of 1.92% for the same time period by .24%

Resolution #8, 2020-2021 - To Determine Use of Education Protection Fund 
Proceeds 
 
Background:  


Article XIII, Section 36 of the California Constitution requires that, school 
districts, county offices of education, and community college districts determine 
how the moneys received from the Education Protection Account are spent 
within their schools, provided that the governing board makes the spending 
determinations in an open session of a public meeting. 


The passage of Proposition 30 in November 6, 2012, established Article 
XIII, Section 36 of the California Constitution, and the Education Protection 
Account (EPA). Local Education Agencies are required to determine how the 
EPA funds are spent in a public meeting each year.  Funds shall not be used for 
the salaries and benefits of administrators or any other administrative costs.  
Proposition 30 sun set was on 12/31/2017 and with the passage of Proposition 
55 on November 8, 2016, all requirements established under Proposition 30 
transferred to Proposition 55.   


Pursuant to the annual requirement for board action prior to the adoption 
of the budget, with actual EPA apportionments not certified until later in the 
2019-2020 fiscal year, LEAs must estimate EPA revenue. The EPA revenue for 
2020-2021 for Madera County Superintendent of Schools is estimated to be 
$15,894 for Pioneer Technical Center $517,860 and Madera County 
Independent Academy the estimate is $110,640.  In all three settings, this 
funding will be used to fund direct instructional services, such as instructional 
salaries and benefits.

2020-2021 Education Protection Account 
 


WHEREAS, the voters approved Proposition 30 on November 6, 2012 and 
Proposition 55 on November 8, 2016; and 
 


WHEREAS,  Proposition  30  added  Article  XIII,  Section  36  to  the  California 
Constitution effective November 7, 2012 (sun setting 12/31/2017), and Proposition 
55 Article Xlll, Section 36 to the California Constitution effective November 8, 
2016 (commencing 01/01/2018); and 


 
WHEREAS, the Section 36(e) creates in the state General Fund an Education 
Protection Account to receive and disburse the revenues derived from the 
incremental increases in taxes imposed by Article XIII, Section 36(f); and 


 
WHEREAS, before June 30th of each year, the Director of Finance shall estimate the 
total amount of additional revenues, less refunds that will be derived from the 
incremental increases in tax rates made pursuant to Article XIII, Section 36(f) that 
will be available for the Education Protection Account during the next fiscal year; 
and 


 
WHEREAS, if the sum determined by the State Controller is positive, the State 
Controller shall transfer the amount calculated into the Education Protection 
Account within ten days preceding the end of the fiscal year; and 


 
WHEREAS, all monies in the Education Protection Account are hereby 
continuously appropriated for the support of school districts, county offices of 
education, charter schools and community college districts; and 


 
WHEREAS, monies deposited in the Education Protection Account shall not be used 
to pay any costs incurred by the Legislature, the Governor or any agency of state 
government; and 
 
WHEREAS, a community college district, county office of education, school 
district, or charter school shall have the sole authority to determine how the monies 
received from the Education Protection Account are spent in the school or schools 
within its jurisdiction; and 


 
WHEREAS, the County Board of Education shall make the spending determinations 
with respect to monies received from the Education Protection Account in open 
session of a public meeting; and 


 
WHEREAS, the monies received from the Education Protection Account shall not 
be used for salaries or benefits for administrators or any other administrative cost;

5.1  Comparable Actual vs. Working Budget 
Mrs. DeWall explained the snapshot of the Madera County Superintendent of School’s actual 
expenses through 3/31/20 compared to their overall budget and the Charter Schools’ actual 
expenses through 3/31/20 compared to their overall budget. 
 
The charts and graphs showed the expenses are in line with the budget.  Almost 100% of the 
budget has been encumbered. There is some supply money remaining.  Staff will be putting 
orders in through April 30, 2020.  With few positions open, the budget for classified and 
certificated staff has been encumbered almost entirely. 
 
Mrs. Prosperi commented that these reports are easier to understand to the untrained 
eye than previous reports. The Board agreed with her. 
 
5.2 MCSOS Williams Quarterly Report 
Ms. Drake reported no complaints were received. 
 
5.3 Update on Novel Coronavirus (COVID-19) 
Dr. Massetti reported communication is taking place at the local and state levels.  
MCSOS, the Madera County Health Department, and the districts are in contact with 
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one another and updates are provided on a regular basis.  County superintendents 
throughout California are reporting out to one another.   
 
At this time, the Health Department is the disaster response lead, followed by the 
Madera County Sheriff.  General information reports are provided at 10:30 a.m.  
Information from these reports is disseminated to the press.  At 4:00 p.m. a more 
detailed report is received following the Incident Command (IC) process.  This report 
reviews the number of cases and their statuses. Trends are discussed, along with 
planning updates and next steps. On Wednesday at 3:00 p.m., the Health Department 
and school districts meet via conference call and talk about updates, concerns, and next 
steps.  
 
When districts and MCSOS were deciding to close schools, the governor’s executive 
order to shelter-in-place was taken into consideration along with the Health 
Department’s order for people to stay home.  State Superintendent Tony Thurmond 
drafted a letter to county superintendents about campuses remaining closed through the 
end of the school year to help keep the transmission to a minimum.  School campuses 
will remain closed for the remainder of the year, however, school is not over.  Teachers 
continue to prepare units for students to work on and check in regularly with students 
and their families.   
 
Mr. Cogan reported teachers are at sites this week preparing packets for students for 
the next two weeks. In two weeks, they will return to prepare for the remaining three 
weeks of school.  Some teachers are using Google Classroom while others are 
preparing packets.   
 
Ms. Drake stated the time frames for Special Education programs are the same.  The 
concentration for students with special needs is paper packets and working with families 
to help them complete them.  Teachers are contacting families twice a week. The 
behaviorist is supporting families on maintaining behaviors at home.  Counselors are 
calling families once a week. Staff that provide services such as occupational therapy 
contact families according the IEP.  Some teachers are using Class Dojo or Google 
Classroom.  
 
Dr. Massetti stated many feel it is important to do something for graduating students.  
Some have discussed organizing car parades, etc.  The Health Department has asked 
for the parades to stop.  The parades could be a method for virus transmission: some 
people are carpooling, some may stop to use a restroom along the way, children are 
coming out to see the parades and interacting with other children.  Definitely, there will 
not be traditional graduation ceremonies. District are surveying seniors to see what they 
would like, a video to post online might be an idea.  
 
Mr. Vived asked if any MCSOS employees have tested positive. Dr. Massetti stated it 
would be unlawful to disclose this information.  The number of cases countywide can be 
reviewed on the Madera County Health Department website.   
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Mr. Soares asked if districts are reporting success with distance learning. Dr. Massetti 
responded that districts are doing a great job of sharing information and resources.  Mr. 
Lingo has surveyed districts to see how many hot spots, Chromebooks, etc. are 
needed.  On Wednesday, a teleconference will be held to discuss how to set-up the 
towers to get service to all students.  Some providers are giving families service for free 
for a limited time. 
 
Mrs. Prosperi asked if parent participation has increased in CAES programs? Mr. 
Cogan stated parents have been highly responsive. There are over 450 students 
enrolled in CAES programs and only 100 packets had to be mailed home.  All other 
parents came to the school site to get their student’s packet. Mr. Cogan is looking 
forward to a positive Thursday and Friday pick-up. 
 
Vice President Soares, Jr., asked if districts have requested help for ideas from 
MCSOS.  Dr. Massetti stated Mrs. Protzman is helping district HR directors.  She is 
doing a weekly call to walk them through the new COVID-19 leave laws.  Mrs. Marsh is 
collecting resources and pushing those out to districts. Ms. Drake is working with 
attorneys on IEP prior written notice templates. Mrs. Sanders has been holding 
meetings with special education district administrative staff.  Financial people are 
working with Mrs. DeWall to track expenses to be reimbursed. Mr. Sargent and Mr. 
Delmas are working with superintendents on how to bring kids back to school. 
 
Vice President Soares, Jr., asked if MCSOS staff are working from home or still 
continuing to work in the building.  Dr. Massetti said there are certain things that must 
continue such as payroll and technology.  Many staff members are working from home.  
There is a short list of people on rotation.  Some staff have reported that they are 
getting more done at home.
