Background:
Every ten years following the federal census, school board district boundaries

must be adjusted to ensure each district contains a substantially equal number
of residents. Redistricting begins when the Census Bureau releases redistricting
apportionment data, from the most recent decennial census. Since the last
redistricting in 2011, State legislative updates have changed the legal and
practical landscape of the redistricting process. Since most of the school
districts and the Board of Education have already shifted to “trustee areas” the
process may be easier.

The Census Bureau has not met the statutory deadline of April 1,2021, to
release reapportionment data and has instead announced that the block level
apportionment data will be released September 30,2021. The redistricting
process must occur on a much shorter timeline than in years prior.

All of the school districts and the Madera County Superintendent of Schools
have contracted the services of Odell Planning & Research, Inc. to analyze the
census data and work with the school boards in balancing representation within
their districts.

At this time, we estimate that the data will become available to Mr. Odell in the
fall. Information and maps for consideration are targeted to be discussed and
reviewed by the Board in the January to March timeframe.

The County Board of Education shall provide for the
administration and operation of juvenile court schools
in conjunction with the Chief Probation Officer, or
designee pursuant to applicable State laws.

Culturally  responsive  and  trauma-informed
approaches should be applied when providing
instruction.

A behavioral health specialist from the public
health department provided PD three times during
the 20-21 school year. Additionally, the school
psychologist provided a day of PD in suicide
prevention. Staff also took part in training for the
Distance Learning Playbook, which incorporates
culturally responsive and trauma informed
approaches to instruction.

Education staff should collaborate with the facility
administrator to use technology to facilitate learning
and ensure safe technology practices.

The facility allows students access to tablets and
the school provides Chromebooks. Go Guardian
has been implemented to ensure student safety
when accessing technology. The IT department
coordinates with the facility to manage technology.

The facility administrator shall request an annual
review of each required element of the program by the
Superintendent of Schools, and a report or review
checklist on compliance, deficiencies, and corrective
action needed to achieve compliance with this section.

Such a review, when conducted, cannot be delegated
to the principal or any other staff of any juvenile court
school site.

Elizabeth Norris from Kings County Office of
Education conducted the review.

The Superintendent of Schools shall conduct this
review in conjunction with a qualified outside agency
or individual. Upon receipt of the review, the facility
administrator or designee shall review each item with
the Superintendent of Schools and shall take whatever
corrective action is necessary to address each
deficiency and to fully protect the educational
interests of all youth in the facility.

(b) Required elements

The facility school program shall comply with the
State Education Code and County Board of Education
policies.

As stated in the 2009 California Standards for the
Teaching Profession, teachers shall establish and
maintain learning environments that are physically,
emotionally, and intellectually safe.

Walk-throughs of the classrooms were conducted
to verify this.

Youth shall be provided a rigorous, quality
educational program that responds to the different
learning styles and abilities of students and prepares
them for high school graduation, career entry, and
post-secondary education.

There is an academic counselor provides guidance
for high school graduation and for post-secondary
options. Staff utilizes iReady to respond to student
needs. Students on IEPs receive RSP services.

(1) The course of study shall comply with the
State Education Code and include, but not be
limited to, courses required for high school
graduation.

(2) Information and preparation for the High
School Equivalency Test as approved by the
California Department of Education shall be made
available to eligible youth.

The academic counselor provides this information
as needed.

(3) Youth shall be informed of post-secondary
education and vocational opportunities.

The academic counselor coordinates with the local
community college to help students enroll. The
counselor also supports students in the FAFSA
process.

(4) Administration of the High School
Equivalency Tests as approved by the California
Department of Education, shall be made available
when possible.

(5) Supplemental instruction shall be afforded to
youth who do not demonstrate sufficient progress
towards grade level standards,

All students are assessed ELA and math using
iReady. Students are assigned prescriptive
coursework based on need.

(6) The minimum school day shall be consistent
with State Education Code Requirements for
juvenile court schools. The facility administrator,
in conjunction with education staff, must ensure
that operational procedures do not interfere with
the time afforded for the minimum instructional
day. Absences, time out of class or educational
instruction, both excused and unexcused, shall be
documented.

Bell schedule with listed instructional minutes
shows this requirement is met.

(7) Education shall be provided to all youth
regardless of classification, housing, security
status, disciplinary or separation status, including
room confinement, except when providing
education poses an immediate threat to the safety
of self or others. Education includes, but is not
limited to, related services as provided in a youth's
Section 504 Plan or Individualized Education
Program (IEP).

Students are enrolled upon entry to the facility.
Once released to the classroom by medical
personnel they are provided with in person
instruction. If on medical isolation, students are
provided with work to do independently that will
allow them to earn credits.

(c) School Discipline

(1) Positive behavior management will be
implemented to reduce the need for disciplinary
action in the school setting and be integrated into
the facility's overall behavioral management plan
and security system.

There are reward systems in place for all students.
Students who do well or show improvement are
recognized for academic achievement. Depending
on placement, students may be provided with
community service opportunities to participate in.

(2) School staff shall be advised of
administrative decisions made by probation staff
that may affect the educational programming of
students.

Probation communicates with school staff every
morning. Email communication is also used on a
regular basis.

(3) Except as otherwise provided by the State
Education Code, expulsion/suspension from
school shall be imposed only when other means of
correction fails to bring about proper conduct.
School staff shall follow the appropriate due
process safeguards as set forth in the State
Education Code including the rights of students
with special needs. School staff shall document
the other means of correction used prior to
imposing expulsion/suspension if an
expulsion/suspension is ultimately imposed

Behavioral documentation is kept in PowerSchool.
The site follows State Education Code for
suspension/expulsions.

The site uses an SST process to support students
with difficulty completing a school day. The
academic counselor also meets with students when
teachers have concerns. There are facility
Treatment Team Meetings held by Probation and
site medical staff - school staff provides input for
this process,

(1) State and federal laws and regulations shall
be observed for all individuals with disabilities or
suspected disabilities, This includes but is not
limited to child find, assessment, continuum of
alternative placements, manifestation
determination reviews, and implementation of
Section 504 Plans and Individualized Education
Programs.

There is designated RSP teacher. The SST process
is used for students with behavioral and/or
academic concerns. A daily log is sent with a
snapshot of students who are receiving special
education services, including date of entry/exit.

(2) Youth identified as English Learners shall be
afforded an educational program that addresses
their language needs pursuant to all applicable
state and federal laws and regulations governing
programs for EL students,

School staff works closely with Madera County
SOS to provide training and support in integrated
and designated ELD. Designated ELD is provided
daily for EL students. School staff has incorporated
integrated ELD supports in all classes.

(1} Youth shall be interviewed after admittance
and a record maintained that documents a youth's
educational history, including but not limited to:

Failure to take the above listed actions would result in the loss of
textbooks and instructional materials funds, which would severely impact
instructional programs.

Quarterly Report of Investments

Background:

Section 53646 of the Government Code requires the chief fiscal officer of
each local agency to provide to the governing board a report of investments,
on a quarterly basis. However, if all of an agency’s funds are placed in the
county treasury, Local Agency Investment Fund (LAIF) or an FDIC-insured
bank account, the most recent statement received from these institutions will
suffice. If an agency has any other investments, additional reporting is
required.

Following its 2021 Investment Policy, all Madera County Superintendent of
Schools funds are deposited in the Madera County Treasury, including the
proceeds of the tax revenue anticipation notes (TRAN) program, when
MCSOS participates. Therefore, we have attached a copy of the latest
monthly investment report from the Madera County Co-Mingled Investment
Pool which includes its most recent list of investments.

The County Treasurer-Tax Collector’s investments continue to provide as
favorable a rate of return as can be expected in the current financial market.
The current rate of return is .54% and is lower compared to last year’s rate of
return of 1.98% for the same time period by 1.44%.

Approximately $20,000 per year.

The Association of Mexican American Educators held the 2021 Scholarship Awards
Dinner on June 24, 2021, at Matilda Torres High School. Ten students were
honored.

Dr. Massetti received a summary regarding a solicitation to provide services for the
Board of Education (BOE) and the Superintendent of Schools (SOS). She noted that
all County Offices are different. MCSOS uses Atkinson Andelson, Loya, Ruud &

Dr. Massetti met with the warden and assistant warden in Chowchilla to pick up the
check. While there, they talked to her about their braille program. The prison offered
to braille books for MCSOS’ visually impaired students since inmates have become
certified braillers. MCSOS will need to provide the supplies. The prison also offered
an adapted bicycle program. They will forward a form to MCSOS for parents to
complete for their students. The form will help them determine how to customize a
bike for the mobility impaired child. They can retrofit bikes with different handle bars,
seats, wheels, etc.

Mr. Sanchez explained ParentSquare is a software
program that ties into attendance, which keeps parents informed about their students. Itis
also used to advertise school events to encourage family participation. Parents receive
messages via text or e-mail through ParentSquare. Mr. Cogan added that ParentSquare
allows teachers to send individual messages to parents and has the ability to translate
messages into Spanish with 99% accuracy. Ms. Loveland stated that absenteeism is really
high. She asked if ParentSquare is being used to reach out to families? Mr. Sanchez said
CAES is using it for absenteeism. Administrative staff are also conducting home Vvisits.

Dr. Massetti stated federal and state funds are available for learning lost mitigation.
Additional days are being discussed to help with assessments and preparation for the first
day of school.

Mr. Sanchez provided an explanation on how students are marked absent. He stated
students might be attending, but if they do not get their work done, or the parent does not
sign off on the work they are marked absent.

8.5 Consideration Adoption of Local Control Accountability Plan (LCAP) for
Madera County Superintendent of Schools (MCSOS)
Mrs. Pascale stated no written or verbal comments were submitted for this agenda item.

Mr. Sanchez stated the goals for the MCSOS LCAP align with the Expelled Youth Plan and
the Foster Youth Plan.

Mrs. Loveland asked if students stay local after they are released from juvenile hall. Mr.
Sanchez explained students are mostly from within Madera County. Sometimes they come
from other areas.

Mr. Sanchez stated the correctional staff does a good job at bridging the connection to
families. Last week there were 25 adults present for the graduation of one student. He is
hopeful that students realize that all of the people in the room care and are there for them.

Mr. Vived asked if the Rotary Club still provides assistance to juvenile hall. Mr. Sanchez
said they continue to maintain the book program.

8.6 Consideration Approval of 2021-2022 Budget for Madera County
Superintendent of Schools (MCSOS)
Mrs. Pascale stated no written or verbal comments were submitted for this agenda item.

Mrs. DeWall stated this document is a standardized form from the Department of Education.

The form is not user friendly or easy to understand. Dr. Massetti offered to have Mrs.
DeWall present on sections of the form throughout the year so that Board members have a
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better understanding. Mrs. DeWall provided a summarization to help Board members grasp
the whole picture. Federal revenues increased from $6.2 million in 2019-2020 to $10.5
million in 2021-2022. The increase in funds include one-time money that come with
stipulations and restrictions on how they can be spent.

MCSOS assumed a 5.07% Cost-of-Living (COLA) adjustment applied to the LCFF
components, and 4.05% for the Special Education components. The remaining programs
used the statutory 1.74% COLA. The two subsequent years are estimated at 2.48% and
3.11% based on Department of Finance Estimates and School Services Dartboard. ADA
used in the budget is 38.68 for Juvenile Hall and 289.4 for Special Education. The total
projected revenues are $12,541,850 from LCFF sources, $8,954,010 from Federal revenue,
$13,274,124 from other state revenue, and $12,209,023 from other local revenue.

On the expense side, most funds go toward salaries for classified and certificated staff. The
budgeted change in the ending fund balance for 2021-2022 is an increase of $961,413 for
unrestricted and $2,870,321 in restricted.

The budget report was finalized last week. As of June 25, the Governor and Legislature
were still in negotiations. The Governor signed the budget yesterday. Now, a 45-day
budget revision will be brought to the Board for review. This revision will include the
ESSER Il federal funds and any changes that have been made to the budget.

The deferrals will be going away. MCSOS will be paid back in the 2021-2022 year for the
money deferred in 2020-2021. There are no ongoing deferrals. The COLAs will remain the
same. The LCFF Concentration Grant was signed, which will provide additional funds for
MCSOS. The grant was not included in the original budget. The unemployment insurance
rate has been capped, so there will be a savings there.

8.7 Consideration Adoption of Consolidated Application for Submission, Part Il
Mrs. Pascale stated no written or verbal comments were submitted for this agenda item.

Mrs. DeWall explained the Consolidated Application is submitted annually to receive state
and federal funds. In 2020-2021, MCSOS received approximately $684,000 in federal
entitlements for Title | Part A, Title | Part D, and Title Il Part A. These funds come with
stipulations on how they can be used.

Mr. Vived asked why MCSOS did not apply for Title Il English Learner funds. Mrs. DeWall
stated in order to receive those funds, MCSOS must be part of the EL Consortium. Dr.
Massetti added the tests used by the State do not appropriately assess students with
moderate to severe special needs. Those scores trigger sanctions for the consortium and
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cause funding issues for the other participating districts, so MCSOS does not participate in
the program.
