Background:

Total revenue for the First Interim Restricted and Unrestricted Funds are
$41,106,262.32 and are favorable to the Adopted Budget by $818,333.94.
LCFF sources are favorable by $368,093.00, Federal Revenues are
favorable by $41,082.00, Other State Revenues are favorable by
$62,933.94, and Other Local Revenues by $346,225.00.

Total Expenditures are unfavorable to the budget by $4,040641.58. This is
largely due to building the new Early Education Center’s new campus and
the CTE building. The original expectation was for more of the Early
Education Center to be completed in the prior year and for all of the CTE
building to be completed in the previous year.

The total decrease in the General Fund Balance’s first Interim Report is
$5,258,792.06 and is unfavorable to the Original Adopted Budget due to
receiving the Revenue in the prior year for the construction projects.

Background:
The First Interim Report was prepared based on the following assumptions:

1. Revenue on LCFF and Special Education funding continue to be
conservatively presented. ADA for 19-20 for the County Run
programs remained the same as the adopted budget. However,
property taxes increased due to the portion of special education
property tax we are allowed to keep.

2. All Special Education classes are operating. There continue to
be openings in hard to fill positions such as Speech and
Language and Certified Interpreter (for the deaf and hard of
hearing). The First Interim Report reflects contracting for
Speech, and other hard to fill positions from an outside agency.
These are included in a potential bill back to the districts as costs
for contracting are higher than if we were able to find full time
employees.

4. Local and state revenue budgets have been updated to reflect
grants and local funding from other local agencies. The primary
increase in Local Revenues is due to the bill back to the districts
caused by an increase in contracted services.

5. Steps and Columns are budgeted to increase by 1.5%. At the
time of our First Interim report, CSEA and CTA had settled these
cost increases are included in the report.

6. The current projected year totals indicate a decrease in the General Fund
for Restricted and Unrestricted of $5,258,792.06, which is due to building
projects.

7. Charter Schools show a decrease in their ending balance of $162,453. This
is a decrease from the original budget adoption. The decrease is a reflection
of purchases of new textbooks and building improvements at MCIA. While
there is an overall increase in ADA from the original approved budget, we
have not reflected this in our Interim Report. If the year continues to see the
growth, we have experienced to this point it is unlikely there will be a
decrease in the fund balance.

8. We have adjusted revenue in the Child Development Fund to reflect the
changes to the governor’s budget for an increase to the number of slots
approved for our program.

9. We are projecting to maintain at least a minimum reserve level in the current
and next two years. Retiree Benefits will continue to be problematic as we
move forward. In addition, the minimum wage increase will affect our costs
and the projected COLA is barely covering the cost in Steps and Columns.

5.0 Information from the Superintendent and Staff

5.1 Financial Report

Mr. Carney reported the adopted 2019-2020 budget showed deficit spending of about
$2 million and the current working budget shows an increase to deficit spending of
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about $3.3 million bringing the total deficit to just under $5.5 million. This is primarily
due to the current Early Education building project spanning two years, which
decreases the anticipated expenses in the prior year and increases the expenses in the
current year. In addition, contracted services have increased in areas where positions
are hard to fill. Additional contracts were needed for 19 speech and language
pathologists (15 of which are currently filled) and one COTA which resulted in a net
increase of approximately $1.54 million. The increase has been offset by a budgeted
increase to district bill back, however, a portion will still come out of the ending balance.

Additional changes from the last meeting include: COLA given on salary schedules,
increase to the cap on Health Benefits, and replacement of three vans in the fleet van
pool.

5.2  Quarterly Reports on Williams Uniform Complaint

Dr. Massetti stated no reports have been filed with Madera County Superintendent of
Schools or the districts that have submitted their quarterly reports. If something should
be reported from Chowchilla High, Madera Unified, or Raymond-Knowles, it will be
brought forward to the Board at the next meeting.

8.3 Consideration Revision of Policies

8.3.1 MCOEP 1210 and MCOEP AR 1210 Uniform Complaint Procedures (UCP)
Dr. Massetti said MCSOS is going through the Federal Program Monitoring (FPM)
process. Since the last time the policies were approved, MCSOS has started new
programs and these policies must be revised.

Mrs. Protzman explained the changes to the policies. On the first page, a list of specific
programs was added. The list includes programs that MCSOS does not offer. This was
a recommendation from the California Department of Education (CDE). Another
recommendation was to break out certain sections. (Ex: “Pupil Fees” was included in
the previous version of the policy, but it did not have its own section. It does in the
revised policy.) Page seven explains the investigation process. Page 8 explains how to
file a UCP complaint. This information was previously included, but now it is broken out
into subcategories.
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Nancy Prosperi moved to approve revisions to policy MCOEP 1210 and AR 1210
Uniform Complaint Procedures, seconded by Bobby Thatcher.

Discussion: Mr. Thatcher asked about the following statement on page seven of the
policy, “The county superintendent/designee will investigate all allegations of unlawful
discrimination, harassment, intimidation, or bullying against any protected group as
identified in Education Code Section 200 and 220 and Government Code Section 11135
including any actual or perceived characteristics as set forth in Penal Code Section
442.55 or on the basis of a person’s association with a person or group with one or
more of these actual or perceived characteristics in any program or activity conducted,
which is funded directly by, or that receives or benefits from any state financial
assistance.” He questioned what it meant by “protected group” and if there were any
groups of people were unprotected. Ms. Protzman explained that the Education Code
is very specific about the groups and outlines those in detail in the code.

Revisions to MCOEP 1210 and MCOEP AR 1210 Uniform Complaint Procedures were
approved by unanimous vote.

The good thing is that we now have the iReady program that is allowing MCSOS to do
its own assessment of students and place them with teachers.

Mr. Vived commented that the school site councils were consolidated at the last
meeting. He wanted to know who and how many represent the council. He felt parent
representation is very important. Ms. Drake stated the council could be comprised of
four parents, one student, and five staff members. Mr. Vived asked if the parents are
from one site. Dr. Massetti said Mr. Cogan would be asked to bring that information to
the next meeting.

The minutes of educational time are the same,
but this helps to save on costs such as transportation and recruiting staff to work during
the summer. The waiver has been reviewed with the MCOETA, CSEA, and the Gould
parent group.

Mr. Vived asked if other schools are requesting a waiver. Ms. Drake explained the
waiver is very common.

8.7 Acceptance of Williams Annual Report

Mrs. Marsh stated that the county office has been charged with making sure schools
have what they need to teach students since 2004. The Williams Complaint process
stems from a lawsuit filed by the American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU), which claimed
children in poor and underprivileged communities did not have access to equal learning
opportunities due to insufficient instructional materials, unsafe or unhealthy facility
conditions, and teacher vacancies and misassignments. Schools in the lowest three
deciles are visited by the Williams team. A new method of determining which schools
need to be visited by the Williams team has not been decided, even though deciles are
no longer used.

Madera Unified School District (MUSD) and Chowchilla Elementary School District are
visited annually because they were identified during the last decile reporting in 2007.
Sufficiency resolutions have passed in both districts. The only outstanding item is with
MUSD. They have a playground that needs a replacement part.

Mr. Prosperi asked if there is a financial impact. Mrs. Marsh stated there is only an
impact when a district must repair something.

Ms. Prosperi asked if something was in place for districts that are not visited. Mrs.

Marsh stated MCSOS programs are visited by our own team and some districts use the
same criteria to maintain their schools. There are no requirements for MCSOS To visit
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schools not identified.

Joe Vived moved to accept the 2019 Williams Site Visitation Annual Report, seconded
by Nancy Prosperi and carried by unanimous vote.

Once a district is identified, the
team engages in a process with the district to determine root causes based on the
district's Dashboard. She explained two of the districts identified last year will not be
identified for the same reasons this year.

Nancy Prosperi moved to approve the Madera County Summary of Assistance and
Support to County LEAs and School, seconded by Cathie Bustos.

Discussion: Vice President Soares, Jr., asked if the summary changed from last year.
Mrs. Marsh stated the only difference to the summary was the formatting. The State
requested a narrative instead of bulleted items.

Mr. Vived asked about the “5 Whys”. Mrs. Marsh explained the “5 Whys” process helps
the team to pinpoint the root of an issue.

Dr. Massetti said the new cycle starts at the end of November. MCSOS will meet with
all districts on December 18™.

The Madera County Summary of Assistance and Support to County LEAs and Schools
was approved by unanimous vote.
