5.1 Financial Report

Steve Carney reported the total revenue for restricted and unrestricted through December is $10,637,504 and is
30.8% of the working budget. Expenses to date are $16,396,193 and are 45.5% of the working budget. A cash
flow increase will be seen in January with the collection of the first installment of property taxes.

Joe Vived asked how much is anticipated in bill back monies. Mr. Carney explained there will be no income from
bill backs this year. Dr. Massetti explained a bill back is anticipated for preschool programs at approximately
$250,000. If the districts want to add an additional class, each class costs about $170,000 to run.

Dr. Massetti reported no Williams Uniform Complaints have been filed.

5.3 New Elections Format

Rebecca Martinez, Clerk Recorder & Registrar of Voters and Justin White, Chief Assistant County Clerk —
Recorder presented on the Voters Choice Act. There are approximately 54,311 voters in Madera. Elections are
administered for federal and state office, county and city, school districts, and special districts.

Madera County has opted to move to the new model now for several reasons. There has been a noticeable
increase in voters voting by mail with a significant decrease in the use of polling places. If nothing was changed,
80% of registered voters would be voting by mail in 2020.

The Voter's Choice Act was brought by Senate Bill 450, which was signed on September 29, 2016. It allowed 14
counties to make the change in 2018 with all other counties changing in 2020.
