Background: 
The Tobacco Free Environment Policy MCOEP 2380 is a policy guiding personnel.  
Personnel items and issues are the responsibility of the Madera County 
Superintendent of Schools (MCSOS).  Madera County Board of Education Policy 
MCOEP 2380 under item 8.6 will be rescinded by board action.  Superintendent 
Policy SP 4154 covers the requirements for a tobacco free environment.

Tobacco-Free Environment Policy SP 4154 


The Madera County Superintendent of Schools (MCSOS) shall provide a work and 
educational environment encouraging and supporting students and staff in their efforts 
to live healthy and productive lives. 


The MCSOS Office prohibits the use of products containing tobacco and/or nicotine, 
including but not limited to, smokeless tobacco, snuff, chew, clove cigarettes, and 
electronic nicotine delivery systems, such as electronic cigarettes, any time, in charter 
school or MCSOS owned or leased buildings, on school or MCSOS property, at school 
or school sponsored events while under the supervision of MCSOS employees, and in 
school or MCSOS vehicles. Other vapor emitting electronic devices, such as electronic 
hookah, with or without nicotine content, that mimic the use of tobacco products, are 
also prohibited. 


Use of tobacco and/or nicotine products and vapor emitting electronic devices is 
prohibited in all facilities owned and/or operated by the Madera County Superintendent 
of Schools Office, including indoors, outdoors, and in all County Superintendent of 
Schools Office vehicles, whether located on or off the premises. Included in this 
prohibition is tobacco use (or any use of the above listed items) in privately owned 
vehicles located on Superintendent of Schools Office owned and/operated property. 
This policy applies to employees, students, and the general public.  However, this 
section does not prohibit the use or possession of prescription products, or other 
cessation aids such as nicotine patches or nicotine gum.  Student use or possession of 
such products must conform to laws governing student use and possession of 
medications on school property. 


As required by law, MCSOS provides instructional programs designed to discourage 
students from using tobacco and/or nicotine products.  MCSOS employees are 
expected to serve as models for good health practices that are consistent with these 
instructional programs. 


Students who violate this prohibition shall be subject to disciplinary procedures which 
may result in consequences previously established by the MCSOS or the school district 
of the site housing a county operated program. 


Signs prohibiting the use of tobacco shall be prominently displayed at all entrances to 
MCSOS Office property.

Tobacco-free Environment Policy SP AR 4154 


The Madera County Superintendent of Schools or designee shall notify employees of 
the MCSOS tobacco-free environment policy.  The notification shall also inform them of: 


1. Their need to abide by MCSOS policy as a condition of employment. 


2. The dangers of tobacco use in the workplace, including its threat to the health 
and safety of employees, students and the public. 


3. Available resources which may help employees stop using tobacco. 


4. Possible disciplinary actions in accordance with MCSOS policy, state law, and 
applicable collective bargaining agreements. 


Enforcement Procedures for Community Members 


Community members who smoke on MCSOS Office property shall be informed of the 
MCSOS Office tobacco-free environment policy and asked to refrain from smoking.  If 
the person fails to comply with this request, the following actions may ensue: 


1. The matter may be referred to the Superintendent or designee responsible for 
the area of the event. 


2. If the person fails to refrain when so requested by the Superintendent or 
designee, the Superintendent or designee may direct him/her to leave school 
property. 


3. If necessary, the Superintendent or designee may request local law enforcement 
assistance in removing the person from school premises or MCSOS Office 
owned property.

Background: 
Forest Reserve Funds are authorized and appropriated at the Federal level, one year at 
a time. They are generally received in one annual apportionment.  However, this year 
we received two apportionment payments. The second one was posted May30, 2018 
but the county had failed to notify us.  It was found when one of our Fiscal Analyst 
reconciled our deposits.  The apportionment is in the amount of $84,105.60 which is 
based on original historical allocation from the early 1900's. The funds will be 
allocated to the districts on the basis of prior year P2 ADA, as per the attached 
calculation. 


Financial Impact: 
MCSOS’s share of these funds is 15% of the total received, or $45,615.84, with 
$71,489.76 being paid out to four of the Madera County Districts.

UNUSUAL COLOR Until a medical exam indicates the child does not  
OF SKIN, EYES, have hepatitis A (yellow eyes or skin [jaundice]; 
STOOL, OR URINE grey or white stool; dark, tea, or cola-colored urine). 
 
For the mildly ill child, exclude if the child is unable to participate in normal 
activities or if the child needs more than can be provided by the 
instructional staff. 
 
It is recommended that staff has policies that are clearly written for 
excluding sick children from the educational setting.  These policies should 
be given to parents when the child is enrolled to prevent problems later 
when the child is ill. 
 
SPECIFIC DISEASE EXCLUSION GUIDELINES 
 
Refer to California School Nurses Organization Guidelines for a more 
comprehensive list of Common Communicable Diseases. 
 
Campylobacteriosis Until diarrhea has stopped.  Persons who have 


Campylobacter in their stools but who do not 
have symptoms do not need to be excluded. 


 
Chickenpox Until day 6 after the rash began or sooner if all 


blisters have dried into scabs. 
 
Conjunctivitis (pinkeye) For bacterial conjunctivitis with pus, until child 


has been examined by his/her health care    
provider and until 24 hours after antibiotic        
treatment begins.  


 Other conjunctivitis without pus; no exclusion 
necessary. 


 
Croup Until child is without fever for 24 hours and is 


well enough to participate in normal activities. 
 
Cryptosporidiosis Until diarrhea has stopped.  Persons with 


Cryptosporidia should not swim at swimming 
beaches or in pools, or use spas or hot tubs for 
2 weeks after diarrhea has stopped. 


 
Cytomegalovirus (CMV) No exclusion necessary. 
 
Diarrhea (Infection) Until diarrhea has stopped.  For some  
 infections, the person must also be treated with 


antibiotics before returning to class.  (See fact 
sheet for specific organism when known.)

Shingles If blisters can be covered by clothing or a  
 bandage, no exclusion is needed.  If blisters 


cannot be covered, exclude until the blisters 
have crusted.

Special exclusion guidelines may be recommended in the 
event of an outbreak of an infectious disease in an educational setting.   
CONSULT THE MADERA COUNTY PUBLIC HEALTH DEPARTMENT 
WHEN THERE IS MORE THAN ONE CASE OF A COMMUNICABLE  
DISEASE. 
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CLEANUP OF BODY FLUIDS 
 
The procedure for cleaning up spills of any body secretions is as follows: 
 
1. Wear gloves. 
 
2. Place tissues, paper towels, diapers, pads, gauze, bandages, etc., into 


a plastic bag, tie the bag and dispose of these materials daily. 
 
3. Place gloves and bag inside second plastic bag. 
 
4. Tie the bag securely, place into the trash to dispose of daily. 
 
5. Clean any soiled surfaces with a disposable towel in a 1:10 solution of 


chlorine bleach (1 ½ cups to one gallon of water). 
 
6. Soak mop in chlorine solution and rinse thoroughly.  Dispose of water 


used for cleaning in toilet or special drain. 
 
7. Wash hands with soap and water.  Cold water is adequate.  
 
LAUNDRY INSTRUCTION 
 


1. The most important factor in laundering clothing contaminated 
in the school setting is elimination of potentially infectious 
agents by soap and water.  Addition of bleach will further reduce 
the number of potentially infectious agents.  Clothing soaked 
with body fluids should be washed separately from other items.  
Presoaking may be required for heavily soiled clothing; 
otherwise, wash and dry as usual. 
 
If the material is bleachable, add ½ cup household bleach to the 
wash cycle.  If material is not colorfast, add ½ cup non-chlorine 
bleach (e.g., Clorox II, Borateem) to the wash cycle. 
 


DISPOSAL OF GLOVES 
 
Gloves are to be disposed of in the following manner: 
 
1. Remove gloves using proper technique.  This skill will be 


demonstrated by the School Nurses/Health Aides. 
 
2. Place gloves in a wastebasket with other disposable items soiled with 


body fluids (i.e. diapers, etc).  This wastebasket should be separate 
from the wastebasket used for other purposes and should have a 
plastic bag liner.  Using proper techniques demonstrated by the School 
Nurse/Health Aide, the custodian will dispose of this plastic bag 
containing the soiled items.

HEAD LICE 
 


To prevent the spread of head lice infestations, school employees shall report 
all suspected cases of head lice to the school nurse or designee as soon as 
possible.  The nurse or designee shall examine the student and any siblings 
of affected students or members of the same household.  If nits or lice are 
found, the student shall be excluded from attendance and parents/guardians 
informed about recommended treatment procedures and sources of further 
information. 
 
(cf. 5141.3—Health Examinations) 
(cf. 5141.6—Student and Social Services) 
 


"NIT-FREE" POLICY GUIDELINES 
 
A.  Intent of Communication 


 
These guidelines give schools information to consider when 
implementing a "nit-free" policy. 
 
These guidelines will give; 
1. A brief overview of the problem 
2. Different approaches: advantage/disadvantage 
3. Nit-free policy 
4. Suggested administrative procedures 
5. Practices that may be contrary to California Code 
6. Suggested approach for financially burdened families 
7. California Code/County Counsel opinion 
8. Two sample letters to parents (English and Spanish). 


 
B.  Overview of Problem 


 
Lice (pediculosis) have lived on human beings for thousands of years 
and yet in spite of medical advancement and knowledge, the problem of 
lice infestation persists and is growing. 
 
The potential for epidemics has become a matter of increasing concern 
to school officials who are confronted not only with the difficulty of      
detection but also consultation with parent/child as well as handling the 
situation in a confidential, astute manner not to cause embarrassment 
to parent/ child and to the school staff as well. 


 
C.  Different Approaches: Advantage/Disadvantage 


 
Lice infestations are not responsive to a simple secular preventative  
approach and can occur in any school or child at any given time. 
 
There are two approaches for schools to eradicate the problem:

The rationale for this policy is:   
 
 There is an increase on resurgence and reinfestation of head lice in 


school age children.  
 
 Research has indicated that pediculicide is not as effective as in the 


past. 
 
* The State Department's manual, "Control of Communicable Diseases," 


January 2015, states "practical experience seems to be showing that a 
policy of complete removal of nits from infested children is the most 
successful method of eliminating outbreak in schools." 


 School personnel have a difficult time distinguishing between dead 
nits versus nits that are not dead. 


E. Suggested Administrative Procedures  


Suggested administrative procedures for a nit-free policy are:  


 Procedures should be adopted by the local school board and staff/
parents made aware of the policy.  


 Designated school staff, who have had in-service, should implement 
the screening and  follow-up procedures.  The MCSOS nurse should 
do the in-service.  If there is no nurse, the Madera County  
Department of Public Health may be a resource.  


 Confidentiality must be assured at all times and sensitivity to the 
needs of the student shall be maintained throughout the procedure by 
all staff members.  


 Children suspected of having head lice/nits should be inspected as 
soon as possible including their siblings and other appropriate school 
contacts.  [Refer to CEC 49451]  


 Students infected with head lice/nits shall be excluded and parents 
informed of necessary treatment (sample letter A).  


 A parent notification of communicable disease may be sent home 
with each student in classes where a case of pediculosis has been 
identified (sample letter B).  


 Children excluded for pediculosis should not be readmitted until it is 
determined by the trained designated school personnel that all lice 
and nits have been removed.  Nit-free policy, as adopted by the 
Board, needs to be consistent.  


 Readmitted students may be reexamined in approximately ten (10) 
days following their initial treatment.  


 Each school staff member shall be aware of preventative measures:   
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[Parent Notification of Identified Case of Pediculosis] 
SAMPLE LETTER B 


 
Dear Parent: 
 
There has been recent cases of head lice (pediculosis) in our schools. 
 
We are following the school's policies on trying to eliminate this problem.  As 
you know, this is a continuous, persistent condition through the Nation. 
 
Please be aware of this concern and frequently check your child's hair.  
Caution your children against using someone else's comb or brush and trading 
hats, coats, sweaters or scarves.  These articles can carry infestation from one 
person to another. 
 
Nits (which are the eggs of the louse/lice) appear as oval, yellowish globs on 
individual hair strands near the scalp and cannot be easily removed.  They are 
not to be confused with dandruff which is flaky and removable.  The actual 
louse which lays the eggs (nits) is usually grey and has six legs.  If you find 
evidence of either of the above, (nits and louse/lice) follow the instructions* 
given below immediately and exactly. 
 
● Buy a medicated shampoo which is recommended by your family physician 


or pharmacist. 
 
● Follow directions on the bottle. 
 
● Remove nits (eggs) from the hair with a special comb for  nits and flush 


them down the toilet or wrap in paper and dispose of them with the garbage. 
 
● Wash hands thoroughly. 
 
● Environmental controls must be carried out at the same time as the infested 


child's treatment. 
 
● Check other family members and treat simultaneously, if necessary. 
 
● Combs and brushes should be soaked in a the shampoo used for treatment 


for ten minutes, or a 2% solution of Lysol for an hour. 
 
● Washable bedding and clothing items should be washed in very hot water 


and dried 20 minutes in a dryer at 140°F or pressed with a hot iron. 
 
* This procedure is used only if nits or louse are present in the hair. 
 
● Non-washable items such as pillows, blankets, caps and jackets should 


either be dry cleaned, sealed in plastic bags for ten days or placed in a dryer 
at the highest temperature setting (approximately 140°F for 20 minutes).

TOBACCO-FREE ENVIRONMENT POLICY MCOEP 2380 


The Madera County Office of Education shall provide a work and educational 
environment encouraging and supporting students and staff in their efforts to live 
healthy and productive lives. 


Effective July 1, 1995, the use of tobacco products is prohibited al all time on all 
property and in all facilities owned, leased, and/or operated by the Madera County 
Office of Education, whether indoors or out of doors; and in all vehicles owned, leased, 
and/or operated by the Madera County Office of Education. This prohibition applies to 
all employees, students, visitors and other persons in any program or at any meeting or 
event on any property owned, leased, or operated by or from the Madera County Office 
of Education.   This  prohibition  shall  apply at any Madera County Office of Education 
sponsored program, event or activity where students are present, even if such program, 
event, or activity is not on property owned, leased, or operated by the Madera County 
Office of Education. 


As required by law, the county office provides instructional programs designed to 
discourage students from using tobacco products. County school employees are  
expected to serve as models for good health practices that are consistent with these 
instructional programs. 


All individuals on county premises share in the responsibility of adhering to this policy 
and informing appropriate school officials of any violations. A list of resources which 
may assist employees and students who wish to stop using tobacco products will be 
provided. 


Students shall not smoke, chew or possess tobacco or nicotine products on school 
property or during school hours, at school sponsored events, or while under the 
supervision of district employees. Students who violate this prohibition shall be subject 
to disciplinary procedures which may result in consequences previously established by 
the Madera County Office of Education or the school district of the site housing a county 
program. 


Signs prohibiting the use of tobacco shall be prominently displayed at all entrances to 
count school’s property.

Community members who smoke on county property shall be informed of the county 
school’s tobacco-free schools policy and asked to refrain from smoking. If the person 
fails to comply with this request, the following actions may ensue: 


1. The matter may be referred to the Superintendent or designee responsible for 
the area of the event. 


2. If the person fails to refrain when so requested by the Superintendent or 
designee, the Superintendent or designee may direct him/her to leave school 
property. 


3. If necessary, the Superintendent or designee may request local law enforcement 
assistance in removing the person from school premises.

5.0 Information from the Superintendent and Staff 
5.1 Financial Report 
Julie DeWall explained the need for this 45-day budget revision is primarily due to the change in one-
time monies of $344 per ADA decreasing to $184 per ADA.  Expenses increased by $552,879, due to 
increases in buildings, equipment related to improvements at Gould, and the purchase of three gas buses

and one diesel bus to replace older buses.  The new buses cost $353,949, which will be billed back to 
districts over two years and is not currently reflected in the working budget. 


Bobby Thatcher asked if California County Boards of Education (CCBE) has influence on the 
legislation. Dr. Massetti explained that they are advocating, however, county offices are not a top 
priority. 


Ms. DeWall added that even though the county office took a hit, the districts benefited from the budget 
because the districts received a Super COLA that will be on-going funds as part of their base for future 
years.
