Total revenue received to date for the General Fund is $1,674,435 which
represents 4% of the Working Budget. Total expenses are $5,331,831 or
12% of the Working Budget. Our current decrease to the General Fund
Balance is $3,657,396, but is projected to be $4,263,170 for the end of the
year. This overall projected decrease in ending fund balance is mainly due
to the estimated Capital Outlay of $4,139,667 for Construction Projects.
Funds for the Construction Projects were carried into the 19-20 year and
are within the Ending Fund Balance for the 18-19 year and estimated
Beginning Fund Balance for 19-20.
